to be free from blame

19.   lasciviousness 
lust or lewdness

20.   lewd 

intended to excite, lust or sexual desire

21.   lust 

a desire to gratify the senses or bodily appetite, particularly a    




sexual desire

22.   philia

tender affection or brotherly love; friendship

23.   pornos 

denotes one who indulges in fornication; a fornicator

24.   reciprocal 
expressing mutual action or relation to one another

25.   reveling 

wild, drunken party

26.   sanctify 

to set apart

to be in control of one’s life and actions

love of  kin, esp. parents for children and children for parents
